Security classifications are now sorted alphabetically 
in the drop-down list. (23668) 

14275790 The PDF print selection window is not respecting 
the order on the specification. 
 

The specification order is respected. (30998) 

16041675 When attempting to update the formula for a 
material specification and clicking on the 
Restrictions search symbol, a pop-up window is 
displayed with an unhandled error if no Global 
Restriction is defined. 
 

The system now ensures there are restrictions 
defined before setting values for a material 
specification. (31687) 

16055422 The user receives an unhandled error if no UDEX 
classification is defined for a trade specification. 
 

The error no longer occurs. (31688) 
 

16232696 Chinese  and other Han characters are not wrapped 
in the print area in PDFs. 

The wrapping mechanism now works for Chinese 
and Han characters. (31766) 
 

16245912 When attempting to select Concept for a trade 
specification and when there is no Concept defined 
via the ADMN > GSM Common > Concepts page, 
the user receives an unhandled error on the pop-up 
window. 
 

A null validation has been implemented, and the 
error no longer occurs.

16246385 When a user clicks on any of the formulation cells in 
the Regulatory Breakdown section (on the 
Composition tab) of the formula output popup, the 
value is considered overridden and the value is 
truncated to 5 decimal positions.

This 
function checks whether there is a specification 
loaded. If the current specification is loaded, we 
submit the form as normal. Otherwise the popup 
window is closed. (32039) 
 

16486640 Users are impacted by the time required to manually 
select each individual nutrient when populating the 
Nutrition Panel tab through the roll up 
functionality. 
 

The Accept button has been added to the nutrient 
profile’s roll up pop-up window on the Nutrition 
Panel tab. (32107) 
  

16586530 Copied specifications of type ‘Formula Output’ are 
created with type ‘Raw Material’.  
 

When copying or issuing a specification, the 
material type is now maintained. (32301) 
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Bug/Enh

16755141 When a nutrient profile is added to a trade 

specification and set as Active and the trade 
specification is saved, the field 
[fkActiveNutrientProfile] on the 
[dbo].[gsmBaseTradeSpec] table contains the PKID 
of the nutrient profile.  If the user simply deletes the 
nutrient profile from the trade specification, the 
field on the table is not cleared and the call in the 
validator to tradeSpec.ActiveNutrientProfile returns 
an incorrect result.   
 
When a nutrient profile is deleted from a trade 
specification and is flagged as Active the field should 
be cleared. 
 

When a nutrient profile is deleted from a trade 
specification and is flagged as Active the field is 
cleared. (32354) 

16755669 Data on output popup is incorrect when there is an 
input with a regulatory breakdown without any 
terms. 
 

Inputs having regulatory breakdown without any 
components are now calculated to output.

16774699 On 6.1.0.1 (Oracle Database), when attempting to 
add a description for a material specification that 
has more than 2000 characters, the user receives an 
error.
