In this session we will talk about an enhancement to Oracle Financials Cloud Release 11  Cash Management: Cash Positioning and Forecasting.

Next we’ll explain what you need to consider before enabling these features in your business, and what you need to know to set them up.
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[In R11 Oracle Financials Cloud, a modern user interface organizes common financial activities across the breadth of your entire business operations, optimized to run your business more effectively.  This is presented in a brand new format- small boxes of  distinct, neatly cataloged, and concentrated pieces of information called infolets.  Each of the General Accounting Infolet covers a specific aspect of areas including general accounting and period close management, subledger systems such as payables, receivables and intercompany processing, budgetary control, and reporting and analysis.  Infolets are highly configurable and can be personalized to each user’s own requirements. Use both a traditional desktop or mobile device to access this brand new user interface that is modern, simple and highly configurable to work flexibly with how you work.

Succinct summaries of key financial information are all presented and organized together to integrate business intelligence with business flows. 

Real time assessments on your financial performance and alerts to potential risks proactively guide you to manage and prioritize day-to-day activities, guiding you to act timely.  Easy access to quick actions for completing outstanding transactions right on the infolet itself makes you more effective and efficient. 

Navigation is built in from these summaries to the underlying transactions.  Integrated and best in class reporting and analytics result in an accelerated close process, deeper insights and better decision-making.


The classic General Accounting Dashboard, particularly useful to the heads-down user looking to directly access detail transactions or records for high volume and repetitive work, will continue to be available.  This new collection of general accounting infolets span a much broader spectrum of financial areas but at a much higher level, and is useful for highlighting risks and other issues to help prioritize tasks.]
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In release 11 we are introducing infolets to give a Cash Positioning and Forecasting view that you can use inside the Cash Management application, as well as access via SmartView in Microsoft Excel.    All your cash balances and projections can be drilled back at the click of your mouse to review the source detail in order to investigate any condition.  You can also view balances up to the minute, and compare them to projections based on payments and receivables currently pending in your ERP Cloud Financials system.

New Cash Positioning and Forecasting features enable increased insight into projected excess, or shortfalls in cash holdings, and help improve management of bank balances. Information is available directly “out of the box”, and can be accessed online or via reports at any time. All online and report data enables drill back to source detail.

Cash forecasting can better manage and avoid overdraft charges, and ensure that the right level of liquidity is maintained for all cash outflows.

New processes are designed to streamline the extraction and transfer of cash inflows and outflows from multiple sources. The transaction data is used to create a robust and flexible cash positions and forecasts solution for both enterprise and cloud customers.

This feature has a flexible setup of the related multi-dimensional data “cube” that allows adding more dimensions for analysis anytime, with minimal setup.

You can create transfers between bank accounts to address shortfalls, and pool funds for higher returns and more advantageous services levels from your bank.  You can also leverage intercompany balancing rules to generate accounting distributions for transfers between entities. In addition to that, you can define approval rules to ensure proper authorization for all transfers.
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This infolet shows the total cash balances of your bank accounts for the day.

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This infolet shows the projected balance of the bank accounts for the next 5 days.

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• This infolet shows in summary and expanded view the bank accounts’ balance amount (in blue) and amount in deficit (in orange)

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This infolet shows the number of unreconciled bank transactions and system transactions for the last 45 days

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• This infolet shows the number of bank accounts that are missing bank statements for last 2 days

Notes
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So, what is the business value?

• It provides out of the box cash position and cash forecast pages and reports that deliver meaningful analyses with minimal setup.

• It increases insight into projected excess or shortfalls in cash holdings that improve management of bank balances. Cash forecasting can ensure that overdraft charges are not incurred and the right level of liquidity is maintained for managing cash outflows.

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In this implementation advice section we will go through what you need to consider before enabling these features in your business, and what you need to know to set them up.

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The Management Cash Positioning and Forecasting Transaction Grouping is an optional setup. It allows the user to add custom dimensions to be cube. The custom dimensions are available in Smart View for users to build custom reports.
