Supply Chain Financial Orchestration is a configurable application that allows you to model and monitor the execution of the financial flows triggered based on ownership transfer between the internal parties. 

As part of simplification initiative, modeling of financial flow have been made easier by dropping the additional setup layer called Buy and Sell Terms. Monitoring of the financial flow execution and managing exceptions have been made simpler by using the unified Monitor Financial Orchestration Execution UI.

The financial orchestration flow setup has been simplified by dropping the Buy and Sell Term setup layer. Buy and Sell Terms allowed you to define the agreed financial relationship between profit center business units involved in the trade as buyer and seller along the financial route. It enabled you to specify which transfer pricing rule and documentation and accounting rule to use when executing internal sales between the two parties. 

The Buy and Sell term attributes have been directly incorporated in the Manage Financial Orchestration Flow setup UI. The financial route in the financial flow setup have included transfer pricing rule, documentation and accounting rule, receivables invoice type, receivables credit memo type and payment terms directly. 

In another simplification initiative, the user selected ownership change events for the sales order shipment and global procurement business flows have been seeded in the Documentation and Accounting rule setup UI. You are now required to specify ownership change events only for internal transfers. Documentation and accounting rules allow you to specify if the intercompany invoices are required to be generated when the title of good transfers from seller to buyer.

Supply Chain Financial Orchestration (SFO) allows you to monitor and manage the execution of financial flow. The execution of financial flow is an automated process, which takes care of sequential and seamless execution right from capture of supply chain events. In the earlier release there were separate user interfaces to monitor the financial execution and manage the event exceptions. This has been simplified by having a single user interface called Monitor Financial Orchestration Execution. 

The unified user interface gives you a complete view of the event orchestration from the moment the event is captured in SFO till the completion of tasks like accounting transactions and intercompany invoices. You can search business events based on the state of orchestration. For example, transactions where the financial orchestration is ‘yet to be started’ or  ‘in process’ or ‘completed.' 

The enhanced Monitor Financial Orchestration Execution user interface provides increased visibility to the execution status of the financial tasks. You can view the task details at each transaction level in a separate dialog window by clicking on view tasks icon. The task details under the dialog box displays tasks performed, task status, selling and buying business units and the transaction reference of the intercompany invoices.

Having a single user interface now helps you to avoid navigating between two different UIs to manage event exceptions and orchestration exceptions. Events exceptions are submitted for reprocessing using the actions like ‘Submit All’  or ‘Submit Selected.' ‘Submit Unreferenced’ is another action which allows you to submit events of referenced return business flows for processing, which have failed as the forward business flow is not complete.

Setup and Monitoring Simplification enhancement provides you improved visibility to supply chain financial relationships as the buy and sell attributes are configured directly in the financial flow definition.

Simplified setup reduces your implementation cost and time, as well as allows you to easily react to corporate reorganizations or acquisitions.

Unified UI for monitoring event orchestration and managing exceptions provides improved visibility to financial execution status and you are able to resolve issues faster.

The simplification increases your savings on product support as it reduces time to troubleshoot the issues.

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Now, let’s go to a demo that will show you how these enhancements can be used by your business.

In the demo we will see how the Buy and Sell Term attributes are setup directly in the Manage Financial Orchestration Flow UI. To demonstrate the set up we will take Sales Order Shipment business flow involving internal parties. Vision Operations is the Selling BU and Singapore Distribution Center is the Shipping BU.

We will also cover in the demonstration that in the Documentation and Accounting setup UI you are only required to specify the task generating event for the Internal transfers. It has been seeded for the Sales Order Shipment and Global Procurement business flows.

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Now let’s go to an another demo that will show you how the unified monitoring and  managing exceptions UI can be used by your business. In the demonstration we will show you the financial orchestration related to sales order shipment business flow.  It involves Vision Operations as Selling BU, which books the customer sales order and Singapore Distribution Center as Shipping BU, which ships the goods to the customer directly.
