1. The points below are problemes about Glassfish V3 b24’s interface.
(1) Hyperlink error or program error?
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As the picture above shows, when I press the hyperlink in red-circle-mark, it links to a page that no information shows. The “sample” page like this:
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(2) Should this place in red-circle-mark be shown?
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I think the part in red-circle-mark is a control that needn’t be shown to users. Maybe I’m wrong. And the the same problem happens in Applications(JVM Settings page:
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(3) I still can’t connect to the Sun Glassfish’s website with the proxy method it provides.And I’m sure that I can use this proxy host connecting to web in IE.
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(4) Is this http-port availability?
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When I type “http://localhost:8181” in browser,I can’t open the page. I’m puzzled that what is the usage of http-port 8181?
2.The points below are bugs and my suggestions about the Glassfish V3 b24’s “Help Window”.
(1) Suggestion. I suggest that we can add a hyperlink which links to the Product Registration page here.
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1. In the navigation tree, select the Registration node.

(2) Puzzled. I also use Netbeans 6.1. But I find that if I start Glassfish V3 first, and start the Java DB which binding to Netbeans later, Netbeans will give a message that cannot connect to Java DB. If I start them in another turn, that is connect Java DB first, and start Glassfish V3 second, it will run perfectly.
(3) Suggestion. In the Help Window, “Configuring the JVM(To Configuer the JVM General Settings” page, about the JVM setting, it have not give us a detail description about how to set the parameters. For example, what is the real meaning of  “–g” here?

(4) Suggestion. In “Configure the JVM” tree node, I suggest that we can longer a hierarchical, because Admin Console did. 
(5) Suggestion. In Help Window, Configuring the JVM(To Configure the JVM Path Setting page, I suggest that we should reset the 4,5,6 ponts. In Admin Console, the order is Environment Classpath, Server Classpath, System Classpath, but in Help Window the order is System Classpath,  Environment Classpath , Server Classpath, so it doesn’t harmonious. So I suggest reset them in 6,4,5 order.
(6) Puzzled. Not overall.  Also in Configuring the JVM node, I think it hasn’t give us a complete description about Admin Console’s configuring JVM. I have not find the help about Admin Console Application Serve’s “General” and “Monitor” points. 
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(7) Bug.
I have found a bug. In Help Window, Configuring the JVM(To Configure the JVM Profiler Settings page, at the bottom of the page, it shows hyperlinks which link to the pages also under “To Configure the JVM Profiler Settings” tree node. But I find that there is a hyperlink which links to this page itself, so I clicked it. It show a error page to me.
