Hello, my name is Anwar. Welcome to training for Oracle Order Management Cloud, Inventory Management Cloud, Cost Management Cloud and Supply Chain Financial Orchestration Cloud in Oracle Supply Chain Management Cloud.

In this session, my colleague Gaurav, Srinivasa, Prabha and I talk about reducing inventory when a sales order doesn’t require picking or shipping in Oracle Supply Chain Management Cloud.

For the enhancements covered in this training, we’ll give an overview, followed by more detail to explain how you can use them, and what business value they bring. Then, we’ll walk you through a demonstration. Next, we’ll explain what you need to consider before enabling these features in your business, and what you need to know to set them up.

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Slide notes

In certain situations, you need to reduce on-hand quantity in your warehouse, allocate cost, and recognize cost of goods sold without performing picking, packing, and shipping when you fulfill a sales order. For example, over-the-counter fulfillment, or when you record sales orders in Order Management Cloud for completed point-of-sale transactions so that the amount of on-hand quantity that you needed to fulfill the sales orders is reduced in Inventory Management Cloud with accurate costing and accounting transactions.

This new enhancement lets you capture sales orders to fulfill from a warehouse without picking or shipping. Oracle Inventory Management Cloud records the inventory reduction, then Oracle Cost Management Cloud allocates cost for the transaction and recognizes the cost of goods sold. If there is a change in ownership of the item from one business unit to another, then Supply Chain Financial Orchestration orchestrates financial details and processes the transaction.

You can have changes on your sales just like you do any other sales order.

The new capability allows you to create sales orders from order management work area to reduce the amount of on-hand quantity that you need to fulfill each sales order when you don’t pick or ship the item you are selling. Set the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute to Yes on the order line so you can reduce inventory without picking and shipping the item. 

When creating the order, make sure the item on the order line is standard and shippable, and the on-hand quantity available in inventory can fulfill the quantity on the order line. It should be noted that an item can be back-to-back enabled, however, the order line that allows the inventory transaction is not processed by the supply task to create supply; hence, even if an item is back-to-back enabled, make sure enough on-hand quantity is available for the item to fulfill it.

You must specify or default the warehouse and subinventory on the order line.  As an option, you can specify project attributes and extensible flexfields on the order line for sending them to inventory.

You can cancel or modify a sales order that allows an inventory transaction just like you do any other sales order. You can modify quantity, customer details, lot and serial details, the warehouse, subinventory, and so on, or delete lot and serial details up until Order Management sends the sales order to Inventory Management. Please note that you can't send an order revision or updates to Inventory Management.

You can also create an order by copying a sales order that allows an inventory transaction just like you do any other sales order. Along with the other attributes, the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute is copied.

You can invoke the Manage Lot and Serial Numbers dialog using a new action Manage Lot and Serial Numbers. You must specify Warehouse and Subinventory, and set the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute to Yes on the order line to enable the action. Specify a value for the Revision Number, Lot, From Serial Number, or Locator depending on whether an item is under revision, lot, or serial control, or whether the subinventory is under locator control. For example, if an item is under lot control, then you must specify one or more lots that you are selling to the customer. If you don't, or if the lot provided by you isn't correct, you will receive an error. You must also specify a value for Quantity before you enter Revision Number, Lot, From Serial Number, or Locator. 

Please note that To Serial Number is derived based on the specified From Serial Number and Quantity. For example, if you specify From Serial Number as SN01 and Quantity as 5, then the To Serial Number derived is SN05. However, if serial number SN04 is not available, then the To Serial Number derived is SN03. So, you must specify serial numbers in a different line in this dialog if serial numbers that you are selling to a customer are not in a continuous range. Serial number is not validated if Serial Generation is set as "Entry at Inventory Pick” or “Entry at Sales order, Work Order, Transfer Order Issue” in the fulfillment organization.

You can also use a new action, View Lot and Serial Numbers, to invoke View Lot and Serial Numbers dialog from an order line to review lot and serial details. You can continue to invoke the View Fulfillment Details action from the fulfillment lines workbench to review lot and serial number details.

You can also use file-based data import (FBDI), Application Development Framework (ADF) webservice, or REST API to import your sales order that allows inventory transaction. Specify the same values that you specify when you create an order from the Order Management work area. For example, set the Inventory Transaction flag to true, specify Requested Fulfillment Organization, Subinventory, or if an item is under lot control, then specify the Lot Number that you are selling to the customer. If you don't, or if your value isn't correct, you will receive an error.

This feature comes with a predefined inventory transaction task type to send sales order lines from Order Management to Inventory Management to reduce inventory. This task is referenced in the new predefined orchestration process that we will review next. As an option, you can also reference this task in your own orchestration process that you create. Please note, only one service with create operation code is enabled for this task.

This feature comes with a new predefined orchestration process. You can use this process on the order line that allows inventory transaction. This process includes predefined inventory transaction and Invoice task types. The Inventory Transaction task is the fulfillment completion step in this process.

Notes
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Slide notes

Use the predefined orchestration process on the order line that allows inventory transaction. Order Management sends the required details to Inventory Management, such as details about the item, lot, serial, warehouse, subinventory, quantity, and so on, to reduce inventory. Order Management also sends values for any project related attributes or extensible flexfields that you provide. You can review inventory transaction task status, fulfillment line status and the Sent to Inventory attribute to know if the line has been sent to inventory. Once Order Management successfully sends the order line to Inventory Management, the inventory transaction task is completed, and the order line is fulfilled, then the orchestration process sends the order line to Accounts Receivable to invoice the line.

As an option, you can use the “Process Inventory Transaction Lines as a Group” order management parameter to group lines, send them together to inventory during order submission, and process them together in Inventory Management. Use this option if you process a large volume of sales orders to improve efficiency. If you maintain the parameter value No, which is a default value, then Order Management sends the order line individually using the inventory transaction task for Inventory Management to process them separately. We reviewed this earlier in this training.

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Slide notes

If you have setup to send the lines of each sales order together to process them as group in inventory, then you don’t need to use an inventory transaction task in the orchestration process. Order lines with all the details are sent to Inventory Management during order submission for inventory reduction. You can review the Sent to Inventory attribute to see if the order line has been sent to inventory. If there is a failure in sending the order line to inventory, then your order will not get submitted-- it will remain in draft status. After an order is successfully sent to inventory, the orchestration process will move the order line to the next fulfillment task. This option improves efficiency if you process a large volume of sales orders.

If you process inventory transaction order lines as a group, then make sure that the orchestration process that gets assigned during the order submission has a task with a fulfilment completion step to fulfill the order lines. You should also make sure that the orchestration process doesn’t have a schedule, reservation, shipment, return, procurement, or supply task. These tasks will not process order lines that are already sent to inventory. For example, use the predefined “Bill Only Generic Process” which doesn’t reference any of these tasks, and the invoice task is the fulfillment completion step.

Use the order management parameter, “Inventory Transaction Date for Order Lines”, to send the appropriate inventory transaction date to Inventory Management. Inventory Management uses this date as the transaction date for the order line when it reduces on-hand quantity. You can use current date, ordered date, scheduled ship date, or requested ship date.

If the inventory transaction task is a fulfillment completion step in your orchestration process, then the application also uses this date as the fulfillment date on the order line. 

Please note, if the parameter is set to use the ordered date, scheduled ship date, or requested ship date, and if that date is empty on the order line or if it occurs in the future, then current date will be used.

Use the “Process Inventory Transactions Immediately” order management parameter to reduce on-hand quantity for each order line that you send to Inventory Management. This parameter helps you determine the inventory transaction processing mode for order lines sent to inventory. 

If this parameter value is set to Yes, then Inventory Management will process the inventory reduction immediately and keep your inventory accurate and up-to-date with real-time data. If an error occurs when processing the inventory transaction, then the transaction lines are available as pending transactions in Inventory Management, and the orchestration process will move the order line to the next fulfillment task. You can manually modify and process the transactions later in Inventory Management.

If this parameter value is set to No, then it will process inventory reduction in the background, and process each sales order more quickly. The transaction lines are available as pending transactions in Inventory Management, and the orchestration process will move the order line to the next fulfillment task. Inventory Management will automatically process the transactions in the background.

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Slide notes

You can use the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute and the Sent to Inventory attribute to search for order lines that have inventory transactions. Use these attributes on the Manage Fulfillment Lines page or the Manage Fulfillment Line Exceptions page in the Order Management work area. You can also use the Order Information web service to retrieve sales orders that have an inventory transaction.

You can use the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute in business rules, order management extensions, and order processing constraints. Pre-transformation rules, post-transformation rules and order management extensions present alternate options of setting the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute on the order lines. For example, you can create a transformation rule to set Allow Inventory Transaction to Yes for a specific order type. 

You can use Allow Inventory Transaction attribute in an assignment rule. For example, assign the predefined inventory transaction process to an order line if the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute is set to Y on it.

You can also use the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute in the line-selection criteria or branching conditions. For example, do not process order lines by a schedule task if the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute is set to Y, or determine the branch in the orchestration process based on the Allow Inventory Transaction attribute.

You can use the Sent to Inventory, or Inventory Interfaced Flag attribute in a line-selection criteria, branching condition, order management extension, or in a validation rule set in processing constraints.

Manage Pending Transactions allows you to review and modify the error transactions. In a case where the transaction is stuck in Pending Transaction because of a discrepancy between the physical and on-hand quantity in the system, you can perform a cycle count adjustment so that on-hand quantity matches the physical quantity, or you can enter a different subinventory, locator, lot, or serial for a transaction to process it from the pending transaction. 

You can search these transactions on the Manage Pending Transactions page, using the Source Type as Sales Order and Source Reference as the sales order number.

An inventory reduction transaction with a project and task reference on the sales order gets stuck in Manage Pending Transaction when you don’t have on-hand available for the item for this project and task. In order to process the error record from Pending transactions, you can either perform a cycle count adjustment to correct your project inventory, or you can issue common inventory by removing the Inventory Project and Inventory task for the stuck transaction. You can issue common inventory for the project demand when the ‘Allow Use of Common Supplies’ attribute for an item organization combination has no value or is set to Yes.

The Inventory Staged Transaction REST service can be used to get and update the pending transactions.

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Slide notes

This feature uses the new Direct Sales Order Issue transaction type to create the inventory reduction transaction for the sales order. You can search these transactions on the Review Completed Transactions page using the Source Type as sales order and the Source Reference as the sales order number.

You can use the Review Completed Transactions to get the item, quantity, transaction date, revision, lot, serial, project, and task details for the transaction.

The Inventory Completed Transactions REST service can be used to retrieve the details for these transactions. You can't use file-based data import (FBDI), REST API, or a SOAP web service to create the direct sales order issue transactions in Inventory Management.

To initiate the Financial Orchestration flow for the 'Direct Sales Order Issue' transaction, you must run the ESS process ‘Submit Financial Orchestration Events’ with the parameter 'Process Direct Sales Order Issues’ set to Yes. Supply Chain Financial Orchestration will then pick up the related transactions and orchestrate the financial flow.

You can view the status of the transaction by navigating to the 'Monitor Financial Orchestration' UI by selecting the Business Process Type of 'Shipment.’ If you wish to resubmit a failed event, you can use the 'Submit Selected' option for reprocessing.  

If the event status is not yet complete due to failures or issues during Financial Orchestration, you can reprocess the event by scheduling the 'Submit Financial Orchestration Events' ESS program at regular intervals. Once Direct Sales Order Issue events are initiated in Financial Orchestration, they are considered as Shipment transactions. Hence, to reprocess these transactions, you must ensure that the 'Process Direct Sales Order Issues' parameter is set to No and additionally the 'Business Process Type' parameter is set to Shipment.

Direct Sales Order Issue is a new transaction type that costing would process exactly the same way as it processes a normal sales order issue transaction. When the transaction is interfaced from inventory, the cost processor would assign a cost for it based on the cost method and the distribution processor would create Debit Deferred Cost of Goods Sold and Credit Inventory distributions.

Depending on the revenue recognition information (Receivables Cloud or Revenue Management Cloud), the revenue information is either sent through the Import Revenue Lines program or through the Create Accounting program of Revenue Management. Costing would then match the revenue to the direct sales order issue transaction to derive the revenue recognition percentage and use the same to recognize the Cost of Goods Sold. The COGS Recognition transaction would create Debit Cost of Goods Sold and Credit the Deferred Cost of Goods Sold distributions.

This capability reduces the amount of on-hand quantity that you need to fulfill each sales order when you don’t pick and ship the item you are selling. You avoid having to manage picking and shipping transactions when you actually don’t pick and ship the item. This helps in reducing the number of steps and the time you need to process and fulfill sales orders from your warehouse. Over-the-counter fulfillment and point-of-sale transactions typically include a high volume of transactions. Use this feature to reduce the time you need to fulfill a large volume of sales orders, increase revenue, and increase customer satisfaction.

Here is the summary of the features I have talked about today:

You can now reduce the amount of on-hand quantity in your warehouse to fulfill sales orders that you submit in Oracle Order Management Cloud without picking, packing, and shipping your sales orders. Oracle Inventory Management Cloud records the quantity reduction, then Oracle Cost Management Cloud allocates the cost for the transaction and recognizes the cost of goods sold. If there is a change in ownership of the item from one business unit to another, then Oracle Supply Chain Financial Orchestration orchestrates financial details and processes the transaction.

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= Order Management doesn't validate the amount of on-hand quantity that's available in inventory management
system for an inventory reduction. So, make sure your inventory management system correctly reflects the on-
hand quantity that's available. If it doesn't, the inventory transaction will fail in inventory management.

= Even, if your item is back-to-back enabled, make sure you have enough on-hand quantity available to do the
inventory reduction. Order line that allows inventory transaction is not processed by supply task to create supply.

= Order Management doesn't send order revisions, or updates to Inventory Management, and it doesn't accept
updates from Inventory Management. So, you can fix errors that happen after Order Management successfully
sends the order line to Inventory Management only in Inventory Management. You can't fix them in Order
Management.

= You can't allow inventory transaction for a configuration or a kit. If you must reduce on-hand inventory for child
items in a configuration or kit that is standard, shippable item, and if you don't need to pick or ship the children,
then place an order for the individual child item.

= You can't opt out of the Reduce Inventory When a Sales Order Doesn’t Require Picking or Shipping feature after you
submit a sales order that allows inventory transaction on the order line. At this point, you're committed to using the
feature.

Before you make implementation decisions, it is important that you make a note of some of the important points and considerations. 

Order management doesn’t validate the availability of on-hand quantity in the inventory management system. So, to avoid errors in inventory transaction processing in inventory management, make sure your inventory management system correctly reflects the on-hand quantity available. 

You should also be aware that order management doesn’t send any updates or revisions to inventory management. Once the order line is successfully sent to inventory, the orchestration process moves the order line to the next fulfillment task. So, if there is any error in inventory transaction processing in inventory management-- for example, on-hand quantity is not enough, or a serial number doesn’t reside in store-- then you can fix it only in inventory management. You can’t fix it in order management. Any update that you do in inventory management is not updated in order management.

You should also note that you can’t allow inventory transactions for a configuration or a kit. If you must reduce on-hand inventory for child items in a configuration or a kit that is a standard, shippable item, then place an order for the individual child item. 

Most importantly, once you opt in to the “Reduce Inventory When a Sales Order Doesn’t Require Picking or Shipping” feature and submit a sales order that allows an inventory transaction on one or more order lines, you can’t opt out of the feature. At this point, you're committed to using the feature.
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If you create your own orchestration process, then:

Make sure that you don't use a schedule task or a reservation task with an inventory transaction task in the same orchestration
process. If you can't meet this requirement, then make sure your orchestration process has a branching condition or a line-selection
criteria that prevents the schedule task or reservation task from running on an order line that allows inventory transaction.

Include a fulfillment task in your process that makes sure Order Management updates the fulfilled quantity and the actual fulfillment

date on the order line during fulfillment. Note that the inventory transaction task is the fulfillment completion step in the predefined
orchestration process.

You can't use a fulfillment tolerance with an order line that allows inventory transaction. Order Management will
ignore any fulfillment tolerance for the line.

You can return an order line that have an inventory transaction in the same way that you return an order line that
doesn’t have an inventory transaction.

If you opt into this feature, then you can use Order Management work area to set the subinventory on the regular
sales order line as well, however, there is no change in reservation behavior from order management. You can’t
reserve order line at subinventory level from order management.




Slide notes

Additionally, if you create your own orchestration process, make sure it is correctly defined. For example, a schedule or reservation task should not be run on an order line that allows inventory transactions, or make sure to include a fulfillment task in your orchestration process such that fulfilled quantity and the actual fulfillment date are updated on the order line during fulfilment.

You should also be aware that fulfilment tolerance will be ignored if it’s defaulted on the order line. 

You can return the order line that has an inventory transaction like a regular order line. There is no change in the RMA process for the order lines that include inventory transactions.

Lastly, you can now specify subinventory from the Order Management work area on the regular sales order line as well; however, reservation behavior doesn’t change. As of now, reservation at the subinventory level from Order Management is not supported.

If your business requires you to reduce the on-hand quantity in your warehouse to fulfill sales orders without picking and shipping the item you are selling, then you can opt-in for the “Reduce Inventory When a Sales Order Doesn’t Require Picking or Shipping” feature in the Order Management offering.

After you decide to opt-in for the feature, another important decision to be made is the transaction mode for inventory transaction processing. You can choose to process inventory transaction immediately, or in the background for the sales order line sent to inventory. If you need to keep your inventory accurate and up-to-date with real-time data, then set the “Process Inventory Transactions Immediately” order management parameter to Yes. If you set the parameter value to No, then Inventory Management processes the transaction in the background for the sales order line sent to inventory. Inventory reduction in the background will help you process each sales order more quickly.

Similarly, implementing businesses should also exercise due diligence to determine the inventory transaction date option for sales order lines, and set the “Inventory Transaction Date for Order Lines” order management parameter accordingly. You have four choices - current date, ordered date, scheduled ship date, or requested ship date. Inventory Management uses this date as the transaction date for the order line when it reduces on-hand inventory. If the inventory transaction task is a fulfillment completion step in your orchestration process, then the application also uses this date as the fulfillment date on the order line.

As an option, you can determine your daily volume of such sales orders. If you process large volume of such sales orders, then you can set order management parameter “Process Inventory Transaction Lines as a Group” to Yes to improve efficiency.

This feature is not delivered ready to use, and both new instances as well as upgrading customers may opt-in to use this feature. Further, be aware that you can't opt out of the “Reduce Inventory When a Sales Order Doesn’t Require Picking or Shipping” feature after you submit a sales order that allows inventory transaction on the order line. At this point, you are committed to using the feature.

The enablement steps are performed via the Functional Setup Manager through the Manage Order Management Parameters task, Manage Orchestration Process Definitions task, Manage Order Extensible Flexfields task in the Orders functional area, and Manage Inventory Descriptive Flexfields in Inventory Management functional area under the Order Management and Manufacturing and Supply Chain Materials Management offerings, respectively.

The enablement for “Reduce Inventory When a Sales Order Doesn’t Require Picking or Shipping” feature is achieved by setting 3 order management parameters that define options related to integration between order management and inventory management. You should also evaluate if the predefined orchestration process having the inventory transaction task type needs to be deployed. If you Process Inventory Transaction Lines as Group, then deploying this process is optional.

As an option, you can configure the extensible flexfields attributes in order management and the descriptive flexfields attributes in inventory management to send additional attribute values from an order line to inventory material transaction.

Slide 32 - Enablement Detail for Reduce Inventory When a Sales Order Doesn’t Require Picking or Shipping

As part of enablement, you need to enable the “Reduce Inventory When a Sales Order Doesn’t Require Picking or Shipping” feature to be able to reduce the on-hand quantity in your warehouse to fulfill sales orders when you don’t pick and ship the item you are selling. Be aware that you can't opt out of this feature after you submit a sales order that allows an inventory transaction on the order line. At this point, you are committed to using the feature.

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Slide notes

You should set the order management parameter, “Process Inventory Transactions Immediately”. The parameter determines the inventory transaction processing mode for each sales order line that is sent to inventory management. 

Set the parameter value to Yes to reduce on-hand quantity immediately for each order line that you send to inventory management. Use this setting to keep your inventory accurate and up-to-date with real time data. Set it to No to send order lines as pending transactions to Inventory Management. Inventory Management will complete the transaction in the background automatically when the Manage Inventory transactions process is run. Use this setting to process sales orders more quickly. The default value is Yes.

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Slide notes

You should set the order management parameter, “Inventory Transaction Date for Order Lines” to send the current date, ordered date, scheduled ship date, or requested ship date to Inventory Management. Inventory Management uses this date as the transaction date for the order line when it reduces on-hand quantity. The default value is current date. 

If the inventory transaction task is a fulfillment completion step in your orchestration process, then application sets this as fulfillment date on the order line. 

Please note, if you set the parameter value as the ordered date, scheduled ship date, or requested ship date, and if that date can occur in the past, then make sure the existing Inventory Management profile options “Transaction Date Validation Enabled” and “Maximum Number of Days Prior to Current Date in Which a Transaction Can Be Created” are set appropriately to avoid errors in inventory transaction processing in Inventory Management.

Notes
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As an option, you can set the order management parameter, “Process Inventory Transaction Lines as a Group”, to Yes for Order Management to send all lines of a sales order that includes an inventory transaction to Inventory Management together at order submission. Inventory Management will process them as a group for each sales order. Consider setting this option only if you process a large volume of sales orders to improve efficiency.

You should maintain the parameter value of No for Order Management to send order lines individually using the inventory transaction task. Inventory Management will process them separately. The default value is No.

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This feature comes with a new predefined orchestration process. Deploy the process shown here to use it on your order line that allows an inventory transaction. If you set the “Process Inventory Transaction Lines as Group” order management parameter to Yes, then this enablement step is optional.

As an option, you can define a new order fulfillment line context in order-extensible flexfields. You can create upto 35 additional attributes in this context. You can set the attribute values on an order line to send to an inventory material transaction in inventory management.

As an option, you can configure descriptive flexfields in Inventory Management to receive additional attribute values from an order line to an inventory material transaction. In order to do this, create a new descriptive flexfields context that is the same as the fulfillment line extensible flexfields context, specify the attributes for the context, and map these attributes to the Table column attributes of the flexfields. 
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This table details the shipped job roles that will access the new capabilities covered in this training.

The access to “Reduce Inventory When a Sales Order Doesn’t Require Picking and Shipping” feature is available to order entry specialist, order manager, warehouse manager, supply chain application administrator, and cost accountant shipped job roles.

The Order Entry Specialist and Order Manager roles help in creation of sales orders.

The Warehouse Manager role helps in reducing the on-hand quantity to fulfill sales orders.

The Supply Chain Application Administrator role is used to manage the financial orchestration and process the inventory transactions, when ownership changes from one business unit to another business unit.

And lastly, the Cost Accountant role is used to verify cost distributions.
